Tthe Comprehensive Peace Agreement (CPA), Darfur Peace Agreement (DPA), Eastern
SudanPeace Agreement (EPA).Some of the IDPs have been returning voluntarily to their
areas of origin a result of peace attaibgdhe above mentioned agreements. Others have
been assisted through Organized Return program, implemented by Government of
national unity (GoNU) Government of Southern Sudan (Goss) and UN, IOM being the
main implementing partner. About 35,000 familieslbPs were assisted to return to
Southern SudamndSouthern Kordofan in 2007.

Nevertheless a sizeable number of IDPs are still living in the camps which are located in
the three towns of Khartoum, Khartoum North and Omdurman. It is important to note the
remarkable initiative which has been taken by Khartoum State for many years now,
namely undertaking the pragn of integration of the IDPs ithe host communities and

in the camps by giving them land within the framework of town planning. Hence almost
50% of the camps have already been plahard demarcatednd the land allotted to the
IDPs. This is in reference to the intention survey undertaken by the goverfim2005

to 2006) which reveted about 40% of IDPs wisho be integrated in the host
communties in Khartoum State. In théght of this, remarkable changes havbeen

noted in the lives of IDPs in relation to land ownership in the camps, health centers etc..

All these initatives need proper updateformation in orderto understand hte real
situation of the IDP$for example bw many have been integrated in host communities,
and how many have retued to their areas of origin. Hence there is a great need to
reassess all the information regarding the IDPs who are integrated in KhataiemNe

need to get information about those who are in the process of integration, who are still

waiting to have land allocation and provision of basic services.
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According tothe above mentioned circumstancesany changes have takeragé in the

situation of IDPs. In order to provide effective services for IDPs updated information is

needed on the following subjects:

Il - OVERVIEW

It is with greatsatisfaction that the project to
updatethe data of IDPs in Khartoum has been
realized through the guidance tife IDPs
National Centerin coordination withvarious
governmental institutions such @@mmission

of Voluntary and Humanitarian WorlC{YHW), Ministry of Planning and than Development, Council c
Peace and Unity in addition @ommunity Leaders and LocAuthorities. The implementation of the projec
was divided into thre@hases. The first phase { July i 2" August 2009) consisted of training of da
collectors ,Community leaders and data entry officers. The survey was undertakenting all the
information required for the analysis. Then the entry was succesdtully by the data officers.




The second phase (1Dctoberi 31 December) consisted of data analysis and the
workshops in three towns, Khartoum, Khartoum Bahri and Omdurman the main
objectives of the workshops were:

a)To involve the Stakeholders responsible for IDPs to know their current

situation in the camps, those who have been integrated and fill the gaps of basic
needs where needed.

b)To from mechanism whose responsibility will be to solve IDPs problems such
as facilitatig the processes of acquiring plots obtaining necessary documents.
Follow up of the recommendations reached at the workshops.

The last phase waa general workshgpwhich was convened on thé“2 February
2010.The main purpose of this wodhop was to share with all thestakeholders
findings of the survey regarding the data of IDPs who are currently in Khartoum, those
who have been integrated into the host communities and those who have returned to their
places of originas well as estating the number of people who have again return to
Khartoum in reverse movements from their areas of origin.

There were also findings about some interventions regarding services in the camps, done
by Khartoum State and agencies who are engaged in negdsivices in the camps.
Other findings included comparison between intentions of IDPs in terms of those who
like to be integrated with those who would like to return to their places of origin.

A -Methodology of the Survey

In orderto meet the objective and arriviag
reliable estimate of [IDPs currently living
in Khartoum, those who have been
integrated into host communities and those
who have returnedto areas of origin
spontaneously or by organized return, 17
areas were selectevhich contain clusters of
IDPs within Greater Khartoum.

These areas consist of

Four Main campsthe only camps
recognized by the Government of
Khartoum State They are under the
process of replanning and hence basic
services are very minimal

Settlenents: Thee are areas where
planning hastarted.The majority of IDPs
have receiveglots, but basic services are
not yet sufficient.

Squatter Areas: These are unplanned area
mostly in Khartoum Bahri with virtually
no basic services

Internal pockets: Tése are within planned
areas, such as unfinished building and
undeveloped ploteemporarilyoccupiedby
IDPs

1.0bjectives of the field survey

To come up with aestimate of IDPs now
living in Khartoum.

To obtain a reliable estimate of IDPs who
have come back to Khartoum in reverse
movements after having returned to their
places of origin

To shed light on the economical situation
of of IDPs before and after displacement

1 To gauge the intentions of IDPs on
whether they wish to be integrated into
host communities or whether they intend
to return to their places of origin.

2. Survey modality and the determination
of community sample size

Because of the similarities of the DP
communities four major camps were
selected for the interviews of the families,
hence taking samples to be utilized for the
analysis of the data.

The selection was doraecording to the total
size of te community where the survey was
conductedand the percentage of the size of
the family comparative to the total number
of the families in the camp. This gave the
result of 6-10%

The basis for the selection of the four main
camps for the survey was because these ar
the only camps recognized bythe
government of Khartoum State.

3.Determination of the sample size

According to the ratio that came as a result
of the interviews of the families in the
camps, this same ratio was applied for the
areas where there was no interview so as t
know the exact number of IDPs sindee
family size is similar in IDP communities
ranging from from 55.5.

As for the small squatter areas the
percentage was estimated to range frorn 20
33% because of the small scale of the areas.

4 Determination of Sample size (Total
number of families in each camp)

The total area of the each camp was
determind by the measurement of
length and width of the camp using the
formula CW*CH =CS where CW
represents and with of the camp, CH
represents thdength of the camps and
CS represents the total size.

Each camp was divided into equal
squares according to total areas of the
camp where S represents total squares
chosen,

20% of the Squares were selected: If
the number of the squares selected S -
50 theefore the number of the squares
chosen are 10 squares.

It is to be understood that only odd
numbers of squares were chosen for
the survey.

Hence the counting of families in the
squares, where N represents the
number of families in the squaréhe
Average  was taken fromeach square
where survey was conducted (average
nl, n2é.nl1l0

After establishing the actual number of
the families in each square (where Fn
represents the number of families
chosen in the square), hence the
number of families in the onequare
was multiplies by the number of
squares in the camp. FH = FN x S
Where FN represents the number of
families in the square and S represents
the total number of squares in the
camp.
